Bilingual Teacher Pipeline Project 
The demographic makeup of OKCPS is 52 percent Hispanic, creating a shortage of bilingual teachers. To help fill that gap, The 
Foundation, with the assistance of donors and education partners UCO, OSU-OKC, OCCC and Rose State College, has launched 
the Bilingual Teacher Pipeline Project. The program provides funding for tuition, fees and books for bilingual paraprofessionals 
already working in the district to become certified teachers. We currently have 35 bilingual paraprofessionals participating.
