It was definitely fun, but also difficult 

having to hold the rifle for extended periods of time 

for each position. Breaks are allowed if needed, just 

raise your hand and ask if you can step off your 

shooting lane. Shooters are given five minutes in 

between each position to set up for the next position.

competitive class. You learn life skills you will need 

out in the world. You learn to become a leader and 

how to think for yourself. You learn about 

obedience and discipline, self-control, and 

patience. You learn how to follow rules and how to 

become a better listener. You learn to become a better 

version of yourself and how to present yourself.
